b) The Highland Mid-Kids Radio club, for students grades 6-8 meets monthly at the school, producing news 

and features, and broadcasts twice a month from the WVLS studio, allowing learning and employment 

skills for the future. Alumni students in grades above 6-8 also participate in in-studio days. 

c) The WVLS studio in Highland County hosted 2 youths (1 female) as a worksite for the Youth Employment 

Program during summer 2025. 

d) The WCHG in Bath County employed a college intern (African-American female) beginning in February 

2026 through the end of this reporting period (position ends in August 2026). 

e) The staff of AMR was present at 6 local Fairs and Festivals, with remote broadcasts and information on job 

opportunities.
